To be considered for the JCSD Apprenticeship Program, you must:
e Be atleast 10 years old by September 1.

e Be placed in all upper-level classes for the 2026-27 dance year (Level 2 or higher).

e Be enrolled as a JCSD student with plans to take at least two classes during the 2026-27

year, which must include a ballet or weekly technique class.

e Agree to attend all weekly apprentice classes, mentoring one-on-ones, extra rehearsals,
and events that include the apprentice team.

e Agree to the contract you will be asked to sign before the first class.

e Submit a written letter (past apprentices must submit a new letter each year) being as
creative as possible. The more we know about you the better able we are to find a great
fit for you within the JCSD schedule and mission.

e Your letter should answer the following questions:



e What gets you excited about being an apprentice at JCSD?

e What skills and/or qualities do you have that would directly apply to the
job?

e Questions for returning apprentices: Tell us about an experience you had
last year that helped you grow as an apprentice.

e How does dance make you feel?
e What are your passions and dreams?

e Do you do any other activities besides dance? Do you expect those
activities to interfere with your commitment to the JCSD apprentice
program?

e If you had to eat one meal for the rest of your life, what would it be?

e Please provide two personal references who could speak to your
character and work ethic.

Letters must be emailed to jcschoolofdance@gmail.com no later than Monday, June 1.

If we do not receive a letter by this date, we will know that you are not able to commit to this
opportunity. Late applications will NOT be considered for the 2026-27 year.

Here’s what you can expect in the coming weeks:
e April 1: Application opens
e June 1: Application deadline

e July 24: Acceptance letters and placements as well as non-acceptance letters will be
sent via email.

e August 3: Final day to accept your placement and fully commit to serving for the 2026-27
year.

e TBA: Apprentice meeting

e Atleast one parent is required to attend the first hour of the meeting, which will
include a review of the year’s calendar, our expectations, and the contract.

e You will receive more information before the meeting, but you can expect to
participate in a photo shoot during this meeting.
